A meeting of the Chairman’s Committee was convened without the statutory notice to deal with an urgent matter requiring immediate action.

WMRG Changing Rooms.

Members were advised that during the last week-end a defect was suffered by one thermostat controlling water temperature to the showers. This resulted in water becoming too hot and backing up to the cold water storage tank in the roof void. As the cold water pipes are not designed for use with heated water, the pipes expanded putting pressure on the joints and causing a large amount of water to leak into a changing room below.

The water to the changing rooms was subsequently turned off resulting in all sports players being unable to shower, against league requirements. The Cricket Club bar also suffered loss of revenue due to all players leaving the ground at the end of matches to shower at home. 

A quotation to carry out repair works to the pipes and joints by a plumber and electrical works to replace the faulty thermostat were detailed to the meeting by MW. Total costs are not expected to exceed £400 so long as no damage has been sustained to the cold water tank and changing room ceiling.


A discussion took place where consideration was made to a potential insurance claim, although time does not permit a delay in proceeding with works to obtain and submit quotations to the insurance company for prior approval. The insurance company should be alerted to this incident so that any further damage may be considered as part of an insurance claim. SB is to clarify with the electrician if a secondary heat thermostat can be fitted to a commercial water system to prevent a reoccurrence of this event.

It was proposed by Mr Williamson, seconded by Mr Lloyd that works to repair or replace the pipes, joints and thermostat are instructed immediately to enable the changing rooms to be able to reopen as soon as possible. All members present were in favour.
5.
New Allotments at Ilex Lane


Following consultation with a landscape gardener, after rotivation the land needs to be levelled and flattened prior to lawn turf paths being laid to separate the new allotment plots. Contractors provided by St Monica Trust whilst having verbally agreed to rotivate the allotment area have yet to carry out this work and are under no obligation as part of the s106 agreement to do this. Rotivation of this land using a hand machine is considered preferable in current wet weather conditions and is less likely to disturb the sub-soil. Committee members considered it preferable to proceed with works to enable the new allotments to be let as soon as practical

It was proposed by Ms Powell, seconded by Mr Lloyd that Mr Williamson and the Clerk liaise with St Monica Trust contractors and the landscape gardener appointed to lay the grass paths. Rotivation of the land should be instructed to take place as soon as possible when weather and land conditions permit.  This may incur a charge to the Parish Council. All members present were in favour.
